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The University of Newcastle and China Scholarship Council PhD Scholarship
The University of Newcastle signed a MOU with the China Scholarship Council (CSC) of the Chinese Ministry of Education in October 2007 to establish the Newcastle-CSC PhD Scholarship to provide high quality research training to qualified students from selected Chinese universities with the aim of developing research collaborations between Newcastle and top Chinese universities. 

CSC initiated its government sponsored PhD scholarship program in 2006 to sponsor 6,000 Chinese students each year from selected top ranking Chinese universities to pursue PhD studies in leading global universities. The signing of the MOU with CSC enables Newcastle to be a destination university for the Chinese PhD students.
Under the Newcastle-CSC PhD Scholarship, students from a participating Chinese university can take full PhD study at Newcastle, or a Jointly Awarded PhD study, through which students can acquire the PhD degree/s awarded by both Newcastle and the Chinese university. The length of the full PhD study can cover from 36 to 48 months, the study in Newcastle for the Jointly Awarded PhD ranges from 6 to 24 months.
For successful applicants, Newcastle will provide full tuition fee waiver scholarship and living allowance top-up. CSC will provide living allowance for up to four years, return international airfare and visa fee. On top of these, all commencing students are eligible to receive, upon enrolment, laptop computer and each student may apply for A$1500 per annum to support their research. 
Application to Newcastle by Chinese students starts from around November every year, students need to obtain offer from Newcastle and apply to CSC by end of March the coming year. Final notice of awarding Newcastle-CSC Joint PhD Scholarship will be made in May.
